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Steve Morrison’s New Album ‘So Quiet’ Featuring Jeff Duff 

Anglican Minister and jazz bassist, Steve Morrison, has joined forces with the Bad Boy of the Australian music scene to produce an exciting new jazz album: “So Quiet”. You can see this odd couple of Australian music launch the album at the Basement in Sydney on 16 August.
 
Steve Morrison released his debut solo album “Silently” last year at the Basement to rave reviews. The album presented classy instrumental jazz and soft groove in an attempt to make ‘credible’ jazz accessible to first time jazz consumers, as well as seasoned jazz lovers.
 
Everything about his first album reflected Steve’s unique approach to music. He didn’t want to work his way up through the normal jazz hierarchy and wait for gigs. Instead, he wanted to go out where people normally wouldn’t get to listen to jazz and make jazz gigs happen. He wanted to play on them and maybe record an album or two. 
 
Along the way he met Bad Boy Jeff Duff. 
 
Jeff Duff is the consummate vocalist/entertainer in the music scene who cuts about any style for any audience. He’s also pretty controversial if you look back at some of the gigs and albums he has released. Perhaps even more controversial when you see him join forces with a preacher. Jeff’s glamorous and controversial career spans three decades of hits in England and Australia and dozens of T V appearances and albums. (See www.jeffduff.com for more information.)
 
Yet there is a simple common interest. Music. 
 
So late last year the conservative Preacher and controversial Bad Boy vocalist decided to join forces to create an album that would elevate what you hear in the first album “Silently” to a new level. The result is “So Quiet”, to be launched at the Basement on 16 August.
